Ladder of Success, and Progression

From the off, there are many ways that you could make the most of your dog or pup, from them laying
calmly across your child’s lap, choosing which bedtime story to read, walking safely outside, through to
interrupting repetitive behaviour and stimming.

Use this timeline to build your dog up, using the opportunity to help you, your child and your family.
